Training Program and has been in this primary role since 2012. He 
is also the Director of Curricular Affairs for GME for the UCSF

Education. He completed his medical school, psychiatry residency, and forensic 
psychiatry fellowship training at the University of California, San Francisco and joined 
the faculty at UCSF in 2009. Dr. Hung’s clinical focus has been on the mental health of 
LGBT individuals and those living with HIV and AIDS. He actively teaches in the areas 
LGBT mental health, HIV psychiatry, the interface between mental health and the legal 
system, primary care and mental health integration, and medical education.
