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Dr. Belinda Bandstra is Health Sciences Associate Clinical
Professor of Psychiatry and Behavioral Sciences at the University
of California, Davis and Program Director for the General
Psychiatry Residency. As a residency training “lifer”-to-date, from
her chief residency until now, Dr. Bandstra believes that contributing to the future of
psychiatry means nurturing a residency culture and promoting structures that foster
attentiveness to the mental health contributions and needs of diverse voices in the
community, especially the traditionally marginalized. She also believes in the centrality
of supporting residents in staying connected to their personal and professional values
throughout residency.
